The application process will close Tuesday, Sept. 27 at 5:00 p.m. EDT.

Applications will be judged through a double-blind review process using this rubric.

National PTA will work with state PTAs to ensure local PTA good standing status.

Funding announcements will be made in early November.

Selected PTAs will be expected to provide ACH information and complete an award letter
outlining grant requirements in early December.

Pending completed paperwork, funding will be provided in early January.

Program Implementation, unless otherwise stated, is expected to take place between January
and April. PTAs will receive regular support, communication and opportunities for collaboration
from National PTA Programs Staff throughout the program process.

Required program leader feedback will be due to National PTA in mid-May.
